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SEc. 12. Termination of office.-No public officer shall be allowed to 
resign or retire pending an investigation, criminal or administrative or 
pending a prosecution against him, for any offense under this Act or 'un­
der the provisions of the Revised Penal Code on bribery. 

SEC. 13. Suspension and loss of benefits.-Any public officer against 
whom any criminal prosecution under a valid information under this Act 
or under the provisions of the Revised Penal Code on bribery is pending 
in court, shall be suspended from office. Should he be convicted by Bnal 
judgment, he shall lose all retirement or gratuity benefits under any law, 
but-. if he is acquitted, he shall be entitled to reinstatement and to the 
salan~s and benefits which he failed to receive during suspension, unless 
in the\meantime administrative proceedings have been filed against him.

SEc. 14. Exception.-Unsolicited gifts or presents of small or insignificant 

value off~red or given as a mere ordinary token of gratitude or friendship 
according\to local customs or usage, shall be excepted from the provisions 
of this Acf. 

Nothing '·in this Act shall be interpreted to prejudice or prohibit the prac­
tice of any profession, lawful trade or occupation by any private person 
or by any public officer who under the law may legitimately practice 
his profession, trade or occupation, durh1g his incumbency, except where 
the practice of such profession, trade or occupation involves conspiracy 
with any other person or public official to commit any of the violations 
penalized in this Act. 

SEC. 15. Separability clause...,...If any provision of this Act or the appli­
cation of such provision to any person or circumstances is declared invalid, 
the remainder of the Act or the application of such provision to other 
persons or circumstances shall not be affected by such declaration. 

SEc. 16. Effectivity.-'l'his Act shall ,take effect on its approval, but for 
the purpose of determining unexplained wealth, all property acquired by 
a public officer since he assumed offict shall be hken into consideration.
